Code of Conduct for Parents 

· Always be supportive of your child, their teammates and coaches. Remember that every player on the team is a contributing player. Spread your encouragement equitably amongst the team.

· Never badger the opposition or argue with their supporters. Be appreciative of good play from both sides.

· After each match, have a positive attitude and show appreciation for the importance your child’s effort. Remember that playing the game well is more important than winning.

· Support the team and club by volunteering your services when needed. The only reason your child can play soccer is because of volunteers.

· Do not coach your player; they should only hear their name from coach when he has instructions (And they will be minimal!).

Code of Conduct for Players
· Arrive at the designated time – pre-game activities are high-value practice sessions

· Be ready to play for the team.

· Make sure you eat and drink appropriately before and during the games

· Be ready to play in any position including goalkeeper.

The players can expect that their coach and parents will be:
Supportive – above all else, we ENCOURAGE them to ENJOY soccer

Clear – we ask players to do complicated stuff so it’s fine to for them to ask questions.

Fair – we coach all players to their abilities and ensure that games are appropriate for all.

Safe – if a player feels bad or is hurt its most important they let one of us know

Honest – if players are frustrated we can always find a new approach to help them persevere.

ALWAYS find something positive to share with your player and NEVER criticize their efforts – it may look easy but it isn’t.

Coaches’ role

· Weekly team organization, ensuring equal playing time for all participants

· Encouraging participants to play different field positions, introducing the ideas of offence and defense as well as goal keeping

· Promote safe and fair play

· Refereeing all games jointly.  As referees, coaches will call out of bounds play ad help players set up any goal, corner or free kicks as needed.
